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ETHNO-CULTURAL FEATURES OF STEPFATHER, STEPMOTHER
NOMENS DENOTING AN INCOMPLETE RELATIONSHIP
IN THE MODERN UKRAINIAN LANGUAGE

Ethno-cultural features of nominosystem, indicating incomplete kinship discussed in
this article on the example of nomenos stepfather, stepmother. Based on the results of free
associative experiment revealed ontological associative line of the Ukrainian nominosystem,
revealing the ethno-cultural picture of nomenos-incentives stepfather, stepmother, denoting
an incomplete relationship in the modern Ukrainian language. Analysis of reactions-responses
to nomini-incentives in signs of blood kinship and marriage relations, which were obtained in
our FAE, give the opportunity to identify the General semantics Association, associative lines.
It should be noted that associative lines we reproduce on the basis of the ontological, the
dominant reactions and answers that constitute the core of the associative nomenon-
incentives. Thus, on the basis of this associative analysis, we define a common ontological
features, which are built into the ontological associative line of the Ukrainian nominosystem
to denote blood relationship and marriage relationship. We believe that it is on the basis of the
ontological signs or indications of the nucleus of noumenon-incentives, may be allocated to
ethno-cultural peculiarities of nominosystem.

METONYMICAL RELATIONS IN SEMANTEMES
OF NON-DERIVATE FAUNA NAMES

The thesis finds out the typology of metonymical interverbal relations of non-
derivate fauna lexemes by the way of outputting their thematic models.

Metonymy is the type of semantic changes and polysemy that traces names on
contiguity relations basics in space and time of the reality. It is represented by certain
types of mostly repeated semantic relations on the basics of which it is possible to get the
general formulas (models) of metonymical relations of lexical-semantic variants in the
structure of polysemes. In semantems of non-derivate polysemic fauna names there are 15
metonymical models: «an animal — its meat as food», «an animal — its fur (wool)»,
«an animal — a male or a female of this animal», «an animal — a decoration of its
feather», «animal fur — clothes made from it», «an animal — a building for its
feeding , «<animal fur (wool) — cloth made from it», «a coloring which is contained in
an animal body —a painting made with the help of this coloring», «coloring which is
contained in an animal body — a photograph tinted by this coloringy, etc.
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Only two of the thematic models — «an animal — its meat as food», «an animal
— its fur (wool)» — are defined by high productivity (obviously, it is connected with those
functions which animals usually perform in human life — is the source of getting food and
fur/wool). Most of the models have very low productivity. In this way, there is only one
lexical-semantic variant for each of 7-15 thematic models. However the regularity and
productivity of some metonymical models indicate frequency of implicational relations
between semes of polysemas which belong to thematic sphere called «fauna names» in
human realization.
